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Wall installation

the included wall anchors.

Feed the wires through the mounting plate.

Install the mounting plate with the UP arrow pointing up. 

NOTE: Use the included screwdriver, washers, and screws.

Connect the wires to the terminal block with a screwdriver.

NOTE: Gently tug on the wires to ensure they are securely connected.
